Seadragon left Portsmouth Naval Shipyard with an underwater camera mounted topside to make 

ready our journey to the North Pole later settling in Hawaii, our new home port. 

Upon entering the Baffin Bay area we encountered many icebergs.  Large, small and in between.  One 

that stood out was a tunnel berg displaying a profile of Teddy Roosevelt, Stalin or Mark Twain at one end. 

Some bergs we went under, completely around but never over.  One didnôt approach or go under be-

cause it protruded above the surface 400 feet plus. 

After going through the North Pole we surfaced in a Polina 14 miles away.  Tom Connors and I with 

other shipmates played baseball on the ice.  The game included Officers, Chiefs and Enlisted.  Here we 

placed a sign  -   

Heralds Club 

Reno, Nevada or Bust 3224 Miles Away! 

 

There were a lot more event that happened transiting the óNorthwest Passage.ô The memories of 

which there are many, I was able to capture in photos and a CD.
